- A section of the Winters Ditch was Petitioned in  

1892 and was Dismissed 

 

- The Garn and The Winters Ditch were petitioned in 1904 from  

Burgoon North to the river, approved in 1905. Both were constructed  

and finished by 1908 

 

- In 1959 A petition was filed to clean the Winters Ditch South of  

Burgoon.  The village of Burgoon was in favor of the project but was 

Then Dismissed in 1961

Amendment  

In addition to the original petition, an amendment (Winters Extension #1) has been 

submitted by the Jackson Township board of trustees and upon review, the Sandusky 

County Commissioners have approved the amendment in their journal, dated 5/15/2018. 



Å The Winters Ditch #181 Petition was filed on January 3, 2018 with the Sandusky County 

Commissioners Office. 

 

Å The View date was,  March 20, 2018,  the View was a video from a Drone along with a 

series of pictures showing the petitioned ditch and its route through Sandusky County. 

 

Å May 15, 2018 the Sandusky County Commissioners approved the amendment in their 

journal. 

 

Å The First Hearing is today.  In this presentation there will be an estimated construction 

cost along with the engineers preliminary report, including a statement from the Engineers 

with their opinion if the benefits from the project are likely to exceed the estimated cost.  

After the reports are read, the Sandusky County Commissioners will vote to proceed with 

the project or dismiss it. 

 

Å If the Commissioners vote to proceed, the Sandusky County Engineers Office will then 

survey, make plans and specifications for the improvements, along with assessments, and 

file it with the Board of County Commissioners.  

Ditch Petition Process 



 

Å After the Engineers file with the Commissioners they will then send out estimated 

assessment in the mail with a notice of the final hearing time, date, and location. Your 

ACTUAL assessment will never be higher then your ESTIMATED assessment, but if the 

construction cost comes in lower than the Engineers Estimate, your assessment could go 

down.  

 

Å At the Final Hearing, the Sandusky County Commissioners will review all schedules, 

plans, and reports filed by the County Engineers.  The Board of County Commissioners 

shall then vote at the final hearing, they will either confirmed their formal order or 

dismiss the project.  

 

Å Any affected owner may appeal to the court of common pleas within twenty-one  days of 

the date of  any order that was issued by the Board of County Commissioners. 

 

Å If the Commissioners confirm their order and proceed with the project there will be a 

date, time, and place set for the bid opening on the Winters Ditch Petition after the 

appeals process.   

 

Å A contract will then be awarded and construction will start, weather permitting.
